	Table Mountain gets nod as wonder nominee

The New7Wonders Foundation in Zurich, Switzerland, has announced that Table Mountain is one of the 261 magnificent natural sites from 222 countries that have made it through to the second round in this global race to name the New Seven Wonders of Nature.

The New Seven Wonders of Nature will be determined by votes from the public. South Africans may visit www.new7wonders.com to vote for the mountain.

Other contenders in the next phase of the global competition are the Grand Canyon in the United States, Mount Everest in the Himalayas, and Loch Ness in Scotland.

The 261 nominees also include some of the most famous mountain peaks, lakes, and other attractions, such as the Great Barrier Reef off Australia and Niagara Falls, on the border between Canada and the US.

It is expected more than a billion people worldwide will cast votes online to nominate 77 semi-finalists for the top natural wonders, which are to share in the limelight with the seven man-made wonders chosen 18 months ago.

"We are calling on people all over the world to actively show their appreciation for our natural world by joining together to celebrate the most extraordinary sites on our planet," said Tia Viering, spokesperson for the New Seven Wonders campaign.

The foundation chose the feature in each country that gained the most votes, producing a list of 222. 

The quarter-finalists include some lesser-known sites, such as the Yasur Volcano on the South Pacific island of Vanuatu and Nigeria's Zuma Rock, a giant monolith in the centre of the country.

The number of sites on the list rose to 261 with the inclusion of those shared by two or more countries, such as Niagara Falls and Lake Superior between Canada and the US, and the Matterhorn, between Switzerland and Italy.

Votes may be cast until July 7. Registration on the website aims to prevent people from voting twice.

A panel of experts, chaired by Federico Mayor, former chief of the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organisation (Unesco), is to reduce the list to 21 finalists on July 21, when the final phase of voting will begin.

The seven winners will be chosen in another round of public voting that will last until 2011, when the official New Seven Wonders of Nature will be announced. 

"The enthusiasm for the campaign, which brought culture out of dusty corners and back to life on front pages, TV screens and computers everywhere, crossed all social and economic lines," Viering said. "Everyone from schoolchildren to entrepreneurs eagerly participated."

If you’re looking for a quality holiday during which you can make a difference Cape Town is ideal. With impoverished communities nestled in between luxury and opulence, Cape Town allows you to not only enjoy a world-class luxury holiday, while providing the scope to give back to the people of the Mother City. In addition, with Cape Town’s abundant nature and wildlife, there are opportunities to get involved with organisations concerned with the environment.

For those of you looking to do a bit of exercise as part of your trip, the Backpack and Africa Travel Centre offers a soccer coaching and teaching volunteer programme in Cape Town’s townships, while providing accommodation in their popular backpackers. Visitors are also encouraged to donate their old gear. Another great operator is the Bicycle Empowerment Network (BEN) who works to alleviate poverty through the promotion of environmentally sustainable transport so as to enhance low-cost, non-motorised, transport and improve health through linking exercise and mobility and reducing greenhouse gas emissions.

However, if running around is not your thing, the backpackers also offer visitors the opportunity to knit warm blankets for a local crèche while relaxing at the hostel.
