	(i)   Jack deserts group after the boys    refuse to denounce Ralph as leader. He calls the hunters to join him and declares himself the leader.                            
	(i)  Ralph was elected as leader by the boys as he held the conch in his hand with which the boys were summoned to gather for the first time.                                  

	
	

	(ii)    Jack enforces leadership by instilling fear in the hunters, and with promises of fulfilling their immediate needs, such as  the need for food (meat)and fun (hunting). Once they have joined he holds them captive with threats and providing “protection” from the beast.

	(iv)  Jack’s violent actions and volatile leadership leads to chaos and destruction.  The boys become uncivilized savages in his company, killing Simon, Piggy and hunting Ralph.

The candidate is required to trace the changes Romeo experiences.

Points that should be developed.

· He is lonely

· He is sad

· He is troubled

· Refuses to communicate.

· Lacks interest in everything even life

· Reason that comes to light – he imagines that he is in love with Rosaline – a person we never meet.

· She does not return his love

· His mother and cousin Benvolio is very concerned about his state of depression.

· Benvolio asks Romeo about his great sadness.

·  Romeo tells him and describes his unreturned love in terms of great confusion and disorder caused by love that is not returned.

·  Romeo is even further distressed when he discovers that the woman of his dreams will never marry and says that her beauty will die with her as she would have left no children behind.

· Benvolio tries to persuade him to forget about Rosaline and look at other girls.

· Romeo says that he can never do this because he truly loves this girl and refers to her as his mistress.

We the see a change in Romeo and the candidate must refer to the change.

Possible points to discuss and develop:

· Per chance Romeo reads the names on the guest list for a ball to be held at the Capulet’s mansion.

· He discovers that his beloved Rosaline will be there and suddenly he becomes very interested – lighter mood etc.

· He realises that he cannot go as it is the house of his enemy – this saddens him.

· Benvolio (who wants to see a happier Romeo) challenges him to go.

·  He might see other girls who are prettier than Rosaline and fall in love again  - this will improve his mood ( candidates could refer to the fact that  ‘ beauty is in the eye of the beholder’.

· Romeo agrees to go – only to see his beloved Rosaline.

· Romeo is with his friends once again.

· However, he is not very happy going to the house of his enemy.

· Romeo is teased by his friends,  in particular Mercutio

· Despite Romeo being anxious he eventually goes.

· Romeo sees Juliet and immediately is attracted to her.

· He tries to identify her but is unsuccessful.

· Romeo and Juliet meet and they kiss.

· He is shocked when he discovers that she is a Capulet.

· It is at this point that Rosaline is forgotten and Romeo is in love.

· He is a changed man as his love is returned (candidates can refer to the balcony scene).

· Romeo is bold – he risks his life by being in the garden

· A sudden new zest for life is apparent.

· The pair agrees to marry secretly.

· Romeo seeks the help of the Friar

· Romeo is excited and happy.

· When Romeo meets his friends he is very cheerful.

· He jokes back at Mercutio who is delighted to see his old friend back again. These are some of the changes that should be referred to.

· Romeo’s happiness is sealed when he marries Juliet and arranges to see her on their wedding night to consummate the marriage.

· However, the happiness was not to last forever.

· Candidates must refer to the slaying of Mercutio and Tybalt as well as the banishment of Romeo from Verona.

· Romeo is horrified as banishment is worse than death since he will be separated from Juliet.

· And so we once again see a very sad Romeo.
